Auto theft has been a problem.  

Use garage, safer in driveway.  Worst place is in the street.  

Sgt. Burke:  Came from Narcotics.  A lot of drug issues have been displaced to Rio Rancho, Los Lunas, Bosque Farms.  

How to report a crime:  311 or 242-2677
Our burglary numbers are going down, currently 3rd in area command

Do officers talk to detectives etc?  Uniformed officer does not have resources that a detective does.  All felony crimes are forwarded to a special unit.
Officers can go investigate anywhere in the county, not just SE Command.

Multiple calls on an issue can bump up priority.
Neighbors have reported a Grey/blue old Honda 4 door speeding through neighborhood and threatening behavior towards neighbors.  License plate was provided to Sgt. Burke and he indicated he has probable cause to pull the driver over.  Asked to continue to notify the police department of suspicious activity.

7. Phyllis Taylor Treasurers report.  Last year $1300 for filming,  This year only $300.  We did not have a garage sale this year.  Have $1300 in bank currently asking for donations for luminarias.  Highland High School put out 2600 luminarias last year, surround parks and medians that do not border homes.  Homeowners responsible for the medians in front of their homes.

Vanguard account for emergency has 6K in it.  Approx. $615 in luminaria donations.  

Newspaper publishes but no tour buses in neighborhood.  

Bank charges, licensing fee to state for Non-profit organization.  

1500 households, 100 actual members.
